For easier identification of your plant pest or disease or gardening problem here are some guidelines:  
  • Bring a sample of diseased part of plant at least 6” longer than diseased part in a plastic bag. 
  • For weed identification, bring the whole plant, including roots in a plastic bag. 
  • If possible, bring insect pest with sample of plant material found on, in a plastic bag or glass jar 
  • Grass samples–cut out a 10” circle with 1” of soil including affected & non-affected area in a box.     
 

These gardening clinics are possible because of the volunteer help of several experienced Master Gardeners.  
Master Gardeners participate in approximately 48 hours of intensive training on home horticulture topics from 
the U of MN and NDSU.  In return, they donate volunteer time back to their home county, working on 
community projects, teaching educational programs, conducting gardening clinics or answering questions.
